Glyndwr was the last Welshman to hold the title Prince of Wales, and was a descendant of the princes of Powys. He inherited, through his mother, the lands of Rhys ap Gruffydd and is believed to have studied law in London before serving with the forces of Henry Bolingbroke, later King Henry IV. Glyndwr return to Wales , married and settled down to a peaceful and prosperous family life.

However in 1400 a feud with a Lord Grey of Ruthin, touched off an uprising in north Wales , which quickly became a national struggle for Welsh independence, with Glyndwr as the leader.

Glyndwr formed strategic alliances with Henry's most powerful opponents. In 1402 he captured Edmund Mortimer, uncle of the 5th Earl of March and a claimant to the English throne. Mortimer turned to support Glyndwr, who then also allied himself with the Percy family including Sir Henry "Hotspur" Percy.

By 1404 he had gained control of most of Wales including capturing Aberystwyth and Harlech Cactle. Styling himself prince of Wales, he established an independent Welsh Parliament at Machynlleth.

But in 1405 the tide turned against the uprising. The failure of an invading expedition from France and the recapture by the English of Aberystwyth (1408) and Harlech (1409) under Prince Henry, later Henry V, left Glyndwr powerless and the uprising all but faltered as his allies in England were crushed.

Owain Glyndwr was, however never captured and was believed to still be active in guerrilla fighting as late as 1412. The actual date and place of his death is not known and thus he has passed into legend. It is believed that should Wales be in any danger from the English, he would return and free it from oppression

The inaugural meeting for the F’n’D musical ride 2008 took place on the 14th November 2007 at The Falmers Alms (public house), Waen. This was very well attended, and since then some 45 riders have confirmed their intension to participate, with a further 5 riders indicating provisional interest. It is still possible however to register participation with the organizers, but this needs to be done quickly. The inaugural training session for the musical Ride will take place on Sunday 13th January 2008 at Celyn College, Northop at 09:30 am. At this session the riders will be grouped for the ride so it is important that everybody turns up, dressed warm and tidy, WITH Pony and decided practice time preference (see below).
The training schedule it to be finally confirmed but will be organized on the lines of one group (Welsh riders) one week and the other group (English Riders) the following week. Therefore practice for any one rider should be every other week. The calendar is to be finally agreed but please come to the inaugural meeting knowing which of the following options the riders are available:
(a) those that are able to practice on Friday Evening at 7 pm only

(b) those that are able to practice on Sunday Evening at 7 pm only

(c) those that don’t mind !

The ride is to be designed, organised and instructed by Meg Green of the Flint and Denbigh Hunt branch of the Pony Club (who has the final word on everything) 

The theme of the ride is the Welsh uprising lead by Owain Glyndwr against Henry IV in the early 1400s and will be performed by riders in uniforms with some taking featured rolls.

The Musical Ride Design is still in preparation, but details will be published when the design is completed.
